Items of Business

I. Call to Order – Welcome
The meeting was called to order at 2:01 p.m.      
II. Approval of Agenda

Scott Dzurka moved, seconded by Erin Housefield, to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

III. Approval of Meeting Minutes

Tim Hulliberger moved, seconded by Scott Dzurka, to approve the April 30, 2025 meeting minutes.  Motion carried.

IV. Public Comment 
County Commissioner Nicole Fickes commented that she was pleased with the good turnout of proposals received and expressed that it is her hope that Clinton County can spread the awards to affect these three areas:  courts, actual therapy, and preventative education.
V. Old Business

A. Review and Discussion Opioid Settlement Funds Proposals:  

· The following proposals were reviewed and discussed:

1. Clinton County Veterans Treatment Court – Honorable Judge Schlegel and Tia Ware provided a brief overview and answered questions/concerns regarding the Veterans Treatment Court Program.  Discussion followed regarding a partial/modified award.  Ms. Ware emphasized the importance of the program coordinator/case manager position, drug test kits and training which would total $48,030 (original request was $70,410).

2. Recovery Worx – Sarah Ward provided a brief overview and answered questions/concerns regarding transportation and building improvements under the proposal from Recovery Worx.  Discussion followed regarding a potential/modified award and Ms. Ward agreed they could work with a reduced amount of $120,000 after removing the vehicle request and modified building improvements (original request was $166,868).   Discussion followed regarding collaboration opportunities to assist with the transportation needs and Scott Dzurka offered to assist in this regard.   Commissioner Washington expressed his support for the program but would like to see a clearer business plan.

3. Bath Township Public Library – Liz Braddock clarified that this proposal includes a safe needle disposal program (not an exchange program).  Ms. Braddock discussed a possible partnership between Bath Township Public Library and Recovery Worx and it was reported by Mr. Hulliberger that they will be meeting soon to collaborate on how they can bring a Narcotics Anonymous program to the Bath area. 

4. CMHHA CEI Integrated Treatment and Recovery Services – Liz Braddock reported that she reached out to CMH and inquired about the position of Peer Recovery Coach; it was confirmed this position will be housed and work exclusively in Clinton County.  It is their plan to have the position filled by July 1st and sustain the position after the grant ends.

5. Clinton County Journey Court – Discussion followed about modifying this grant award (from the original request of $70,410) to $64,552 and Ms. Ware reported that they could work with that, expressing her support for the other programs that are also being selected for awards.



VI. New Business

A. Make Recommendations of Opioid Settlement Funds Awards to the Clinton County Board of Commissioners:  

The following proposals were recommended to the Ways and Means Committee for consideration:
1. Bath Township Public Library - $7,500 [Vote 8-0, all in favor, none opposed.]
2. Clinton County Journey Court - $64,552 [Vote 7-0, all in favor, one abstained.]   
3. CMHHA CEI Integrated Treatment and Recovery Services - $121,702 [Vote 7-0, all in favor, one abstained.]
4. Recovery Worx - $120,000  [Vote 6-1, all in favor, one abstained, one opposed.]
5. Clinton County Veterans Treatment Court –$48,030  [Vote 7-0, all in favor, one abstained.] 

· If the Ways and Means Committee is supportive of the recommendation from the Steering Committee, it will then be recommended for final approval at the May 27th Board of Commissioners’ meeting.  

· The next steps will involve finalizing grant agreements and contracts; individual meetings will be scheduled as necessary.
