Three dead after tragic 
murder/suicide slayings

Three people are dead after a rural 
St. Johns man on Saturday apparent­
ly shot and killed his two stepchildren 
before killing himself, said informa­
tion released by the Clinton County 
Sheriff’s Department.

Dead are William Lee Richards, 
38, Duane Armstrong, 16, and Sheri 
Ann Armstrong, 18, all of 4352 S. Scott 
Rd.

The killings occured at the home on 
Saturday morning. The Sheriff’s 
Department received the call at 10:25 
a.m. and discovered the bodies in the 
home.

The Lansing State Journal 
reported on Sunday that Richards 
may have been distraught over a 
separation from his wife.

Sheri Armstrong was an employee 
of Fishers Big Wheel in St. Johns.

Duane Armstrong was a junior at 
St. Johns High School. He had recent­
ly completed his first year of varsity 
basketball. He had received an 
honorable mention in the Mid- 
Michigan B League and was last 
week Included in a Clinton County 
News All-Area Basketball Team.

Central school committee 
to hold day-long workshop

The citizens’ committee studying 
the future of Central School In St. 
Johns will hold an April 26 public 
workshop to gather information from 
which to fashion a recommendation 
regarding the future of the school.

Meanwhile, administrators are 
developing a plan for accomodating 
Central students next fall when the 
school is closed. That plan will be 
presented to the citizens’ committee 
on April 8.

The day-long workshop on April 26 
will chaired by representatives of 
Tomlinson Harbum Associates, an 
architectural and planning firm 
familiar with the situation at Central 
School.

The school has been declared un­
safe for occupancy after the end of 
the current school year by a state fire 
inspector. The Citizens Committee on 
School Organization (CCSO), a com­
mittee of about 30 residents of the St. 
Johns school district, was charged 
with the task of recommending a 
course of action to the Board of 
Education.

THE CCSO said in a press release 
last week that the workshop will 
“provide the needed data on which to 
fashion a recommendation whether 
to renovate Central School or for­
mulate alternate plans.”

The workshop will be held at Cen­
tral School from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. It 
will be “a brainstorming effort to 
establish objectives and a course of 
action. It will provide a time for 
residents to explore first hand the 
problems and potentials of the 
district and to work together 
cooperatively to seek a generally ac­
ceptable recommendation,” the 
press relase said.

The eight-hour workshop will be 
divided into three segments, with 
residents free to participate as their 
time permits.

The opening segment will be an 
“awareness session” to acquaint 
workshop participants with existing 
conditions at the school. This will be 
followed by a “sharing session,” for 
group discussion and sharing ideas.

A “decision session” will be held

last, during which a tentative recom­
mendation will be drafted.

Following the workshop, the con­
sulting firm will assemble the data 
and present it to CCSO for considera­
tion and presentation to the Board of 
Education.

Meanwhle the CCSO will continue 
its regular schedule of meetings In 
the high school library:

APRIL 8 — Administative recom­
mendation for short term solution for 
accomodating students next fall 
when Central School is closed.

APRIL 22 — Real estate discussion 
on potential sale or alternate use of 
Central School.

APRIL 29 — Discussion of public 
workshop results.

MAY 13 — Draft of final recom­
mendations to Board of Education.

All meetings begin at 7 p.m. except 
the last, which will begin with the 
egular Board of Education meeting 
at8p.m.

All sessions of the CCSO are open to 
the public with time set aside for 
public comment.

Judge Tahvonen will run for appeals court seat
Circuit Judge Randy Tahvonen an­

nounced last week that he is a can­
didate for judge of the Michigan 
Court of Appeals in the 66-county 
Third District.

Tahvonen, who has been circuit 
judge in Clinton and Gratiot Counties 
for over seven years, is seeking to fill 
one of two vacancies created by the 
retirement of two present appeals 
court judges.

Tahvonen stressed the importance 
of both trial and appellate court ex­
perience in working on the Court of 
Appeals. He has heard over 600 cases 
as a visiting judge on the Court of Ap­
peals and over 4500 cases as a circuit 
Judge.

“The work of the Court of Appeals 
requires an ability to distinguish bet­
ween technical oversights on one 
hand and major errors on the other,” 
Tahvonen said. “Experience as a 
private attorney, special prosecutor, 
circuit judge and visiting appeals 
court judge gives me the balanced 
and informed viewpoint needed to 
make that distinction.”'

“The purpose of our campaign will 
be to highlight the importance of the 
Court of Appeals and to encourage 
the people of the third district to con­
sider the qualifications of all the can­
didates before selecting their new 
judges. If we succeed in those goals. 
I’m certain we’ll be satisfied Randy Tahvonen

whatever the outcome of the elec­
tion.”

Tahvonen, a 1970 graduate of 
Michigan State University, received 
his law degree with honors from the 
Detroit School of Law in 1973. Follow­
ing law school, he worked as judicial 
research attorney for Judge Louis 
McGregor of the Court of Appeals 
and then opened a private law prac­
tice in St. Johns. He was elected cir­
cuit judge in 1978 and re-elected in 
1984.

In addition to his work on the 
bench, Tahvonen is a member of the 
faculty of the Michigan Judicial In­
stitute which conducts educational

seminars for judges throughout the 
state. Tahvonen is also a member of 
the Supreme Court committee to 
revise the rules of criminal pro­
cedure and of the executive and rules 
committees of the Michigan Judges 
Association. In 1981, he was one of ten 
judges in the United States selected 
to receive a grant from the National 
Endowment for the Humanities to 
study at Yale Law School. Tahvonen 
is also a graduate of the National 
Judicial College and the American 
Academy of Judicial Education.

Tahvonen, his wife Penny and their 
four children live near Elsie and are 
members of the First Baptist Church 
of St. Johns.

Federal revenue sharing drops to zero for 1987
Clinton County Board of Com- 

missoners Chairman Roger Overway 
said last week that county revenues 
will be cut another $180,000 next year 
if federal revenue sharing is not 
restored to the national budget.

But the chances of restoring the 
funds to the budget do not look good 
unless there Is a massive lobbying ef­
fort by local governmental officials, 
he said.

President Reagan’s proposed 
budget for 1987 includes no money for 
federal revenue sharing. This follows 
several years of partial cuts — 
revenue to Clinton County from the 
federal dollars dropped from $375,368 
in 1984 to 354,823 in 1985 to $180,00t) in 
1986.
,As things stand now that figure will 

drop to zero in 1987. “The job that 
has to be done is to get it in the 
budget,” said Overway.

This year $100,000 of the federal 
dollars were earmarked for the Road 
Commission. Another $70,000 went to 
the county Department of Social Ser­
vices. Additionally, local units of 
government will lose federal dollars 
paid directly to them.

“Most of the local units of govern­
ment have been putting revenue 
sharing into their roads,” said Over­
way.

St. Johns City Manager Randy

Humphrey said last month that 
federal revenue sharing to the city 
dropped from a high of $150,000 to 
$35,000 this year “and next year it’s 
going to be zero.”

Overway said Clinton County had 
contributed $360 to a lobbying effort 
to retain revenue sharing. Other 
Michigan counties have also lobbied 
for the funds, he said, but outside of 
Michigan the loss of revenue sharing 
seems to have been accepted without

protest.
Overway said Clinton County was 

one of only 350 counties nationwide 
that have contributed to the lobbying 
effort.

“George Bush said there are two 
chances of getting revenue sharing 
extended — slim and none,” said 
Commissoner Richard Hawks.

A subdivision of 51 homes in 
Bingham Township is slated to be 
completed by 1993, following ap­
proval of a necessary zoning change 
by the Clinton County Board of Com­
missioners on March 25.

The upper income single family 
housing development will be built on 
40 acres of land on the northeast cor­
ner of Parks Road and County Farm 
Road.

In approving a zoning change from 
agricultural use to low density 
residential, commissioners overturn­
ed a recommendation by county 
planning officials that the zoning 
change be denied. Planning depart­
ment staff had recommended denial 
of the zoning change and the county

planning commission had voted 5-2 to 
recommend that the change be 
denied.

Those recommendations were 
made on the grounds that the 
development would constitute use of 
the land that is “noncontiguous” with 
the adjoining land, some of which is 
enrolled in a farmland preservation 
program.

PLANNING OFFICIALS also said 
the housing development will not 
comply with a requirement of the 
new zoning, namely that the land 
“should either have, or within a 
reasonable future period have, public 
sanitary sewer facilities.”

The development will Instead be 
serviced by private on-site sewer 
facilities. A state health department 
representative reported to the

Bingham Township Board that the 
private sewers, if properly maintain­
ed, will outlast the residences.

“The case is difficult because on 
one hand it conflicts with pertinent 
policies...but if one were to look at 
the situation pragmatically, it might 
be concluded that this development 
will have less of an impact on the 
agricultural lands...than 51 
residences built elsewhere on 51 
unplatted parcels,” said a planning 
department report. “However, the 
policies are not to be ignored...”

IN VOTING unanimously to ap­
prove the zoning change, county 
commissioners noted both that the 
development would use less farm 
land than alternative forms of 
development and that health officials 
had indicated there would be no pro­
blem with the private sewers.

We pride ourselves in this great country that we don’t 
have to recall the constitution or fire the previous 
government. In fact, we only read of such things In 
the press in places like Iran or the PhUlipines.

This is St. Johns, not some far off place. This is our 
future, our childrens’ future. Let’s carefully examine 
why we expect the St. Johns Public School’s board to 
operate and function govemmentally different than 
the other forms of policy-making bodies.

I am a firm believer that our community would be 
set back many years with a recall. My view has been 
strengthened with comments from state legislators 
and other districts that have shared in the unfortunate' 
experience. There are still many very hard policy 
decisions to be made by our Board of Education; deci-l 
sions that I hope are fortified with experience in for­
mulating school policy.

Speak out on pornography, writer urges

Balanced budoet Bill Schuette

The Balanced Budget/Tax Limitation amendment is 
gaining momemtum in Washington and throughout the 
country.

The Senate is preparing to vote on the proposed 
amendment, and chances for its approval there look 
good. Since the time when I became an original co­
sponsor of the amendment, the number of co-sponsors 
has Increased to 219, a majority of the House.
Already, 32 states have approved their own balanced- 
budget amendments; an amendment to the Constitu­
tion requires the approval of 34 states, and we are 
close to getting the two more states necessary for ap­
proval.

In passing the Gramm-Rudman-Hollings legislation. 
Congress has already committed itself to a balanced 
budget by 1991. This legislation seeks to achieve that 
goal by cutting deficits. But we must ensure that after 
1991, when the deficit has been eliminated. Congress 
will never again be allowed to go on a spending binge 
that will leave the budget so seriously out of balance 
as it is today.

The Balanced-Budget/Tax Limitation amendment 
does this by two means: 1) it requires that Congress 
adopt a budget that does not expend more in outlays 
than it takes in through receipts; and 2) it prohibits 
Congress from raising receipts — i.e. our taxes — so 
that it can spend more and still keep within the limits 
of a balanced budget. In the extraordinary case of a 
declaration of war. Congress is permitted to waive

this requirement.
There is little need to convince anyone of the im­

portance of maintaining a balanced budget and 
avoiding crippling deficits. Interest alone on the 
deficit now amounts to 15 percent of the budget — 
that’s more than the budgets of the Army and Marine 
Corps combined. But reducing this deficit means 
reducing Inflation and reducing Interest rates. This 
strengthens the economy and keeps it rolling, and that 
means increasing Jobs, and making America strong 
enough to compete with any foreign competitors.

When the authors of our Constitution gave Congress 
authority over the budget, they intended for Congress 
to exercise that authority wisely and to act prudently 
In weighing the costs of good intentions. Thomas Jef­
ferson summed this up when he wrote: “I place 
economy among the first and most Important virtues 
and public debt as the greatest of dangers. To 
preserve our Independence, we must not let our rulers 
load us with perpetual debt. We must make our choice 
between economy and liberty, or profusion and ser­
vitude. If we can prevent the government from 
wasting the labors of the people under the guise of 
caring for them, they will be happy.’’

Let’s not mortgage our chlldsan’s future. Let’s make 
our choice for economy and liberty. Let’s pass the 
Balanced Budget/Tax Limitation Amendment now.

Liability package Gary Randall

A final legislative resolution to the debate over in­
surance liability reform will face lawmakers when 
they reconvene on April 8. The Michigan House has 
voted to put the bills into conference committee where 
conferees will work to iron out the differences in the 
House and Senate versions of the package.

The legislature has been dealing with the issue for 
nearly eight months. A significant breakthrough came 
when House Republicans sponsored an amendment to 
House Bill 5154 that called for a modified cap on 
awards granted to victims.

The amendment was designed to help reduce 
frivolous lawsuits and send an Important message to 
all parties that lawmakers intend to reduce liability 
costs.

The amendment, which passed on a 61-49 vote, 
would put a $250,000 cap on non-economlc damages, 
with three exemptions — in cases of death, serious im­
pairment of body function or permanent serious 
disfigurement. In these instances the award decision 
would be made by a Jury.

Although the amendment passed, the House did not

concur in a Senate-amend^ version of the bill, and it 
was one of the eight bills sent into the conference com­
mittee.

A great deal of work is still necessary before liabili­
ty Insurance reform is a reality. 1 am hopeful that we 
can resolve the issue when spring session resumes.

Generic products

The popularity of generic food products varies greatly 
by product category. Some kinds of generic foods are 
more available to, and accepted by, consumers than 
others. Consumers buy more generic frozen juice, for 
example, than generic frozen potatoes.

When generic products were introduced in the late 
1970’s, consumers were told they could be offered at 
lower prices for three reasons; lower advertising costs; 
lower packaging costs; and, in some cases, lower quali­
ty.

A lower quality grade of food does not reflect lower 
safety standards nor, in most cases, lower nutritive 
value.

The retailers assumed that a significant number of 
consumers would accept cheap, “no-frills" products of 
inconsistent quality. This could mean paler green beans 
or irregular sized pieces of peaches, in exchange for a 
savings of 10 to 25 percent.

Some studies have shown that shoppers today are 
more willing to try store labels and generics and are 
less likely to be “brand loyal”, but non-advertised 
brands are not as popular.

Currently, brand names account for more than 80 per-

Few 
generic foods have achieved more than a six percent 
share of the market.

Double value discount coupons for name brands are 
also competing with the generics.

Some generic foods packers are trying to increase the 
popularity of their generic products by dressing up the 
labels with a stripe of color.

Generic foods are packaged according to the 
retailer’s product specifications. Some retailers may 
have more consistent or higher quality guidelines for 
their generics, and they may want their product to stand 
out from similarly labeled foods.

Generic foods are a good buy when the appearance of 
the food is not an important consideration. Peach halves 
for a fruit plate need to have eye appeal. Peach slices 
for a cobbler can be irregular, so generic products 
would work well in this type of recipe.

Bargain hunting is still a hunt — check prices and dis­
counts for best values.

Serious crime down 10.5 percent 
in St. Johns, says annual report

Serious crime in St. Johns — in­
cluding murder, assault, robbery, 
rape, larceny, auto theft, breaking 
and entering, and arson — decreased 
10.5 percent in 1985 compared to 1984. 

St. Johns Chief of Police Lyle H.
' French, in an annual report to the Ci­
ty Commission, said there were 270 
reported incidents of such crimes in 
1985, compared to 302 in 1984.

This follows a 5.6 percent drop the

previous year, the report said.
“We’ve got more officers, more 

visibility on the streets,” said 
French. “I think also, the word is out 
that the judge is giving stiffer 
sentences.”

Despite the overall decrease in 
serious crime there were several 
categories that showed increases. 
Child abuse and neglect increased 
from one case in 1984 to three cases in 
1985. Malicious destruction of proper­
ty and vandalism of property in­
creased from 80 to 140 incidents. Bad

checks increased from 29 in 1984 to 76 
in 1985.

Liquor law violations, including 
minors in possession and open intox­
icants in automobiles, decreased 
from 199 to 62. However, driving 
under the influence cases increased 
from 89 to 111.

The value of property lost to crime 
in the city in 1985 was $52,788. This is 
the net loss after $30,766 was 
recovered by police from a total of 
$83,594 in stolen property. The net 
loss to crime in 1984 was $29,651.

Haneckow endorses MSA’s plan 
to strengthen state/county ties

Clinton County Sheriff 
Terry Haneckow last week 
announced support for the 
Michigan Sheriffs’ 
Association’s (MSA) four- 
point legislative proposal 
to strenghten the state- 
county partnership against 
crime.
>

Sheriff Haneckow said 
the proposal, introduced at 
a March 19 news con­
ference in Lansing, aims to 
reform the state correc­
tions and county jail 
system by sharing $55 
million in state resources 
to improve corrections at 
the local level.

“It’s tough on crime, it 
makes efficient use of state 
and county resources, and 
it’s very cost effective,” he 
said.

Created by the associa­
tion’s bi-partisan Jail/Cor­
rections Advisory Commit­
tee, the proposal outlines 
four goals;

1. obtain state reim­
bursement to counties for 
housing felons, estimated 
to be $25 million annually.

2. establish a $30 million 
fund to assist counties in 
obtaining compliance to 
jail standards or for in­
itiating programs or con­
struction.

3. repeal of Michigan 
Department of Correc­
tions’ authority over jails 
(by mutual agreement).

4. increase the max­
imum jail sentence from 
one year to two years and 
tie it to a community cor­
rections fund.

Current Department of 
Corrections’ figures (1984) 
indicate that approximate­
ly 3,300 Inmates (41 per­
cent) in the state’s prison 
population have been 
sentenced to terms of two 
years or less. The 
legislative proposal, if im­
plemented, would divert

many of these inmates into 
the new system. Sheriff 
Haneckow said the pro­
posal made good sense for 
the people in his county.

from Georgetown University in 1962.
Gen. Haig served in the Pentagon from 1%2-1%5, 

where his positions included military assistant to the 
Secretary of the Army and deputy special assistant to 
the Secretary of Defense. He served in Vietnam in 1966 
and 67, receiving the Distinquished Service Cross for 
heroism.

IN JANUARY, 1969, Gen. Haig was assigned to be 
senior military advisor to Henry Kissinger, who was 
then the assistant to the president for national security 
affairs. Later, he became the deputy assistant to the 
president for national security affairs and was pro­
moted to full general in 1972.

During his four years in the White House, ending in
1973, he made 14 trips to Southeast Asia as the personal 
emissary of the president to negotiate the Vietnam 
cease-fire and return of the U.S. prisoners of war. He 
also coordinated preparations for President Nixon's 
visit to China.

Gen. Haig was serving as Vice Chief of Staff of the Ar­
my when President Nixon appointed him in May 1973 to 
rebuild the White House staff. He was subsequently 
named White House Chief of Staff and retired from the 
military at that time after 26 years of active service.

President Ford recalled Gen. Haig to active duty as 
Commander-in-Chief, U.S. European Command, in Oct.
1974. He was later appointed Supreme Allied Com­
mander in Europe. In that position, he was responsible 
for the military forces of the member nations of NATO. 
He held that positon until 1979, when he retired from the 
Army.

FOLLOWING his election in 1980, Predsident-elect 
Ronald Reagan nominated Gen. Haig to be his 
Secretary of State. The general was confirmed by the

Senate and served as the 59th Secretary of State from 
Jan. 22, 1981, until his resignation from the position on 
July 5, 1982.

Gen. Haig is currently President of Worldwide 
Associates. Inc., a firm engaged in consulting services 
on domestic and international political, economic and 
security issues

Since resigning as Secretary of State. Gen Haig has 
served on the President’s Commission for Strategic 
Forces (Snoweroft Commission), the President’s Com­
mission for Chemical Warfare Review and the Presi­
dent’s Council on Physical Fitness and Sports He com 
pleted his first book on the future of U.S. foreign policy 
based on his over three decades of experience at the 
highest levels of government and drawing on his tenure 
as Secretary of State. The book is titled, “Caveat: 
Realism, Reagan and Foreign Policy ”

GEN. HAIG has been given numerous civic awards 
and college degrees, and serves on many national 
boards. Among his many military decorations are the 
Distinguished Service Cross, the Defense Distinguished 
Service Medal with Oak Leaf Cluster, the Silver Star 
with Oak Leaf Cluster, the Distinguished Flying Cross 
with Oak Leaf Clusters, and the Purple Heart He has 
received decorations from the governments of Belgium, 
the Federal Republic of Germany, Morocco, France, 
Italy, Luxembourg, the Netherlands and Portugal.

Gen. Haig was born on Dec. 2, 1924, in Philadelphia, 
attended St. Joseph’s Preparatory School, and 
graduated from Lower Merion High School in Ardmore, 
Penn. He is married to the former Patricia Fox. They 
have three children: Alexander, Brian and Barbara and 
two grandchildren. They live in McLean, Virginia.

Leftover eggs Theresa Silm

Baskets full of brightly colored eggs are one of 
Easter’s oldest and most loved traditions. When the 
holidny is over, though, many people are left with the 
problem of what to do with so many hardcooked eggs. 
Try s ome of the suggestions given here to make life 
afiei the holidays a bit more palatable.

Fri.iperly cooked and stored eggs will be the most 
appetizing ilard-boiled eggs must be kept 
refrigerated if you plan to eat them. If you don’t want 
tc C'/uipletely dismantle your Easter baskets, leave 
one or two of your favorite decorated eggs and 
refrigerate the rest to be eaten and enjoyed by your 
family Properly refrigerated, hard boiled eggs can be 
safely used for seven days.
^ WHte the holiday is over, hard-cooked eggs needn’t 
t>ir'|pr:tined only to brown-bag lunches. They are much 
mure versatile than most people imagine.

l‘'or starters, try making a quick egg sauce. Add two 
finely (.-hopped eggs to a can of condensed cream of 
ci'lery soup. Mix in two tablespoons chopped green

pepper and, ‘A cup milk ana season with pepper. Heat 
and serve over vegetables or ham croquettes.

A quick and delicious side dish can be made by com­
bining four hard-cooked eggs with a can of kidney 
beans. Mix with celery, parsley, chopped onion, and a 
few tablespoons of French dressing. Chill before serv­
ing.

Sliced eggs added to a basic cream sauce will add 
flavor to most vegetable dishes. Egg sliced will 
brighten up many salads. Don’t forget the old stand-by 
of egg salad as you plan uses for your Easter eggs. To 
give a new look and taste to the traditional egg and 
mayonnaise mixture, try adding V4 teaspoon of curry 
powder or mix in any of the following: chopped cook­
ed meat (leftover ham or lamb from Easter dinner), 
pickle relish, chopped' ripe or green olives, pimento, 
prepared mustard or sunflower seeds.

Use your imagination and you may wish you had 
colored more Easter eggs this year.

Bath Athletic Boosters are raising funds 
to build new high school track for Bees

The question has often 
been asked; If Bath’s track 
teams can consistently 
place high in state com­
petition with only a gravel 
track to practice on and no 
home track for competi­
tion, what could they do if 
they had a good track?

The answer may be soon 
in coming.

The Bath Athletic 
Boosters has decided to 
begin raising funds for 
such a track, and have set 
a June 1,1988 target date.

“We’ve been talking 
about this for quite a while, 
and we finally decided we 
had to stop talking and do 
something about it,” says 
Boosters President Jim 
Spagnuolo.

The track plans have not 
yet received final board of 
education approval, but no 
opposition is expected.

The Boosters hired 
Kalamazoo architect 
Richard Prince last fall to 
provide preliminary draw­
ings and cost estimates. 
The proposed track will 
cost $120,000, but Supt. 
James Garner says some 
of that cost can be 
defrayed by using 
volunteers to do some of 
the work that needs to be 
done.

MONEY FOR THE 
PROJECT will be raised 
by donations and fun­
draisers. A minimum of 60 
percent of the profit from 
Boosters fundraising pro­
jects between now and the 
June 1988 date will go 
toward constructing the 
track.

The new track will circle 
the Bee football field. 
Garner says the Boosters 
originally considered put­
ting the track around the 
football practice field, or 
resurfacing the gravel

track behind the middle 
school that the high school 
team uses to practice.

It will be 8 lanes wide, 
with facilities for the field 
events such as long jump, 
high jump, and pole vault. 
To build the track, the ex­
isting home and visitor 
bleachers will have to be 
moved back, as well as the 
flagpoles on the south end 
of the field. The track will 
be surrounded by a 4-foot 
high fence.
TRACK AND 

CROSS-COUNTRY Coach

Mel Comeau was involved 
in drawing up the plans, as 
well as other members of 
the Boosters’ track com­
mittee. This committee 
will oversee the fundrais­
ing and construction of the 
new facility.

Gamer says there is a 
chance that the track could 
be constructed sooner than 
1988, if the Boosters raise a 
large portion of the money 
and the school board 
decides to step in with a 
loan. He says grants and 
other funding avenues will

be explored.
The first fundraiser for 

the track will be a 300 Club 
raffle, says Spagnuolo, and 
the $60 tickets will be on 
sale sometime this month 
through June, when the 
first drawing will be held.

A boxing match fun­
draiser has also been 
scheduled for April 12 in 
the high school gym.

To help with the fun­
draising projects, or to 
donate money toward the

ANR week Giles Roehl

Did you have an opportunity to attend some of the 
programs at MSU’s Agricultural and Natural 
Resources (ANR) Week? I found this current version 
of "Farmer's Week” interesting and valuable as I at­
tended those classes that will help me the most as I 
work with you. However, since I was away from the 
office most of the week and the work has piled up, I 
have asked my wife, Phyllis, who also attended ANR 
Week classes, to write this column:

One of the advantages of being a county agricultural 
agent’s wife is that sometimes I can attend meetings 
in which 1 also have an interest. ANR Week fit that 
category.

While my husband trotted off to classes with dull 
sounding names (to me, at least, though he said they 
were exactly what he needed) like Diseases In Field 
Crops, Nutrient Deficiencies, and Pesticide Labels, 
Safety and Scouting, I headed to deliciously-titled 
classes like Culture of Dwarf Fruit Trees, Controlling 
Insects and Diseases in the Home Garden, and Mak­
ing Pomanders, Potpourris and Fragrant Delights. 
These classes were, however, only a small portion of 
the varied Interests covered by ANR Week classes.

This year the Horticulture Department’s Tuesday 
emphasis was on herbs and spices, their Identification, 
garden designs and uses after harvest. The huge, 
theatre-like classroom was packed with interested 
men and women.

It was very evident to me that both presenters — 
Mary Gerathy of Richland and Rose Rounds, Bedford
— both loved and lived their hobby/business with 
herbs. Besides the herb/spice lore, history and iden­
tification, they passed on tips for many uses for self 
and gifts.

They shared directions for making "sleep pillows”
— about four by six inch rectangular bags filled with 
50 percent hops. Add some catnip and fragrant herbs 
and these may be your answer to insomnia. Whv? Cat­

nip bags (two or three inch bags filled with catnip) 
may be ideal toys or gifts for our canine friends 
because they tend to make cats alert and active. But 
for humans, catnip does the opposite; it has almost a 
tranqullizing effect. Several of the "sleepy time” type 
herbal teas Include catnip in their blends.

Interest in herbs has grown as diet-conscious con­
sumers try to lesson salt and caffeine in their meals. 
We learned that we can have the flavors desired 
without the harmful side effects that some people suf­
fer from too much salt or caffeine. Thyme, Rosemary, 
marjoram, and the sages and basils are Just a few 
cooking herbs. Teas can be made from numerous 
leaves, blossoms or roots or plants, singlely or in com­
binations to suit personal preferences. (’The new 4-H 
Cookbook has some reclpM for these.) The presenters 
also suggested and showed samples of many gift uses.

For those planning to plant new fruit trees this year, 
knowing what rootstocks have been used and how that 
may affect the growth and production of your trees Is 
Important. Ask your nurseryman whether the tree Is a 
seedling or a grafted variety on what rootstock, and if 
that rootstock is cold tolerant. The disease and Insect 
classes are good refresher classes to re-attend every 
few years.

And, of course, the new varieties of annuals and 
perennial flowers are always Interesting.

Have you seen the ads for the new Kiwi fruit? Wen, 
Dr. Lee Taylor, Horticulture Dept., warned people 
that this is only one of many recent ways being adver­
tised to part the gardener and his/her money. The 
kiwi fruit they would sell you Is a vine with fruit much 
smaller than what you buy in the grocery store.

Round h3y bdiGS Marilyn Loudenslager

Large round bales have become a common method 
of harvesting and storing hay because of the increased 
labor efficiency and the resulting lower labor cost. 
However, this increased efficiency dosn’t come 
without a price. A major concern with large round 
bales is the storage and feeding losses. Previous 
studies have shown losses of 35 to SO percent for large 
round bales stored outside without cover.

In a recent study at the University of Missouri, 
researchers harvested alfalfa In large round bales and 
stored these bales by several methods. Hay was 
stored without cover, stacked two or three high and 
covered with plastic or stored Inside a hay bam. Hay 
stored outside and uncovered resulted in 15 percent 
storage loss and 25 percent feeding loss. Hay stored 
outside but covered, exhibited a six percent storage 
loss and a 14 percent feeding loss. Alfalfa hay stored 
In the bam had a five percent storage loss and a 
feeding loss of 12 percent. Total losses for hay stored 
outside uncovered were 40 percent compared to 20 
percent for the hay stacked and stored under plastic 
and 15 percent for hay stored In the bam.

The alfalfa hay stored by various methods was fed 
to dairy heifers. Intake was lowest for hay stored out­
side without cover. Dry forage intake (one pound/100 
body weight) was 2.1 pound for bales stored outside 
without cover, 2.3 pounds for hay stored under plastic 
and 2.4 pounds for hay stored In the bam. The 
Missouri researchers pointed out that the deteriorated 
hay and the low quality resulted in low intakes of 
alfalfa hay stored outside without cover.

Looking at the economics of the hay storage 
methods, the researchers found that plastic covering 
should be considered marginally feasible unless the 
plastic is reused several times or hay value la increas­
ed beyond 170/ton. The researchers also reported that 
reduced losses with bam stored alfalfa hay could be 
expected to cover bam building expense. Including in­
terest, in five to six years.

This research supports previous studies indicating 
that storage and feeding are a real concern with large 
round bales, however they also Indicate that these 
losses can be overcome by following proper storage 
methods to preserve the hay quality and consequently 
the feeding quality of the product.

seed research station, 
whose mission it is to 
develop new hybrid com 
seeds.

The operators of the 
research station, located 
on US-27 acrou from the 
Hub Motel, are John 
Frederickson, who moved 
here from Minnesota, and 
Ann Nobles, who moved 
here from Ohio.
Cargill, says 

Frederickson, Is unusual 
among seed companies in 
that it develops its own 
hybrids. The St. Johns 
research station Is part of 
that program.

"This will help us get 
more environments involv­
ed in the research pro­
cess,” he says.

In operating the 
research station, 
Frederickson and Nobles, 
who hold a doctorate and a 
masters degree respective­
ly, will be Joined by one 
secretary/technician and 
Jim Isilbe, an Michigan 
State University crops 
science graduate.

Each summer the station 
will employ ten to 15 peo­
ple, probably high school 
and college students, to 
work the station’s 20 to 25 
acre nursery. The resear­
chers will hand-pollenate 
some 50,000 com plants 
each year, Frederickson 
says.

New hybrids developed 
at the station could be 
available locally by 1988, 
Frederickson says.
